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DIRECTIONS TO FORT CARSON DFMWR FACILITY
Iron Horse Park / Sat 24 July 2010

• ALL NON-DECAL VEHICLES MUST USE GATE 1 (OFF HWY 115).  PLEASE HAVE DRIVER’S LICENSE, REGISTRATION, AND PROOF OF INSURANCE HANDY.
APPROACH THE “Visitors/No Decal” RIGHT LANE AND BE PREPARED FOR A SECURITY SWEEP OF YOUR VEHICLE.

• All DOD Decal / ID Card Holders may enter all Ft. Carson gates at any time.

• From Denver:
– For DOD Decal / ID Card Holders: Take I-25 South, exit right (West) on South Academy,  continue 1 mile and exit B Street or Gate 3, then turn left at either exit 

to enter Ft. Carson.  Follow on-base directions below. 
– For Non Decal Holders: take I-25 South, exit right (West) on South Academy Blvd, continue 2 miles and exit south on I-115, continue 2 miles and turn left to 

Gate 1.
• DO NOT EXIT B STREET OR GATE 3 AS YOU WILL BE TURNED AWAY BY GATE GUARD.

– Note:  You may also exit South Nevada Blvd (4.5 miles before South Academy Blvd),  turn right (west) and drive 6 miles to Ft. Carson Gate 1 
• (S. Nevada Blvd turns into I-115 South.)
• You will see downtown Colorado Springs on the left and mulitiple car dealerships on right before South Nevada Blvd exit. 

• From Pueblo:
– For DOD Decal / ID Card Holders: Take I-25 North, Exit (#132), turn left to Gate 20 and follow on-base directions below.

• You will see a truck stop on right side of Exit 132 as reference.
• If you are coming from Canon City, you may take I-115 North, which will lead you up to Gate 1.

– For Non Decal Holders: Take I-25 North, exit South Academy Blvd (Turn left westbound), continue 2 miles and exit south to I-115, continue 2 miles and turn left 
to Gate 1.

• DO NOT EXIT B STREET OR GATE 3 AS YOU WILL BE TURNED AWAY BY GATE GUARD.

• On-Base directions from all Ft. Carson gates:

– Entering Gate 1 (off of Highway 115):
• Once through Gate 1, continue Nelson Blvd to Chiles Ave. turn RIGHT on Prussman Blvd, turn RIGHT, to Sheridan turn LEFT.
• Iron Horse Park entrance will be on your LEFT.

– Entering Gate 3 (off of S. Academy):
• Once through Gate 3, continue on Chiles Ave. turn RIGHT on Prussman Blvd. turn RIGHT on Prussman Blvd, turn RIGHT, to Sheridan turn LEFT.
• Iron Horse Park entrance will be on your LEFT.

– Entering B’ St. Gate (off of Southbound I-25 via S. Academy Blvd): 
• Once through B St. Gate, continue on Barkley to O’Connell Blvd. and turn RIGHT.
• To Specker Ave. and make a LEFT, turn RIGHT on Prussman Blvd, to Sheridan turn LEFT.
• Iron Horse Park entrance will be on your LEFT.

– Entering Gate 20(off of Southbound I-25): 
• Once through Gate 20, continue straight as the main arterial goes uphill and a slight curve.
• Go through the stop light.  You are on Specker Ave., turn LEFT on Prussman Blvd, to Sheridan turn LEFT.
• Iron Horse Park entrance will be on your LEFT.
